1.  Action Item Case No. CU2020-0011: Director David Loper is representing Canyon County Idaho, is requesting a conditional use permit for the Canyon County Sanitary Landfill for the “Utility Facility” use. The application proposes expanding the landfill, and thus expanding the area covered by the existing conditional use permit for the Landfill.  It includes parcels R30173010, R30173, R30163, R30171, R30227, R30223, R30166, R30166010, R30166011, R30166012. The property is located at 15500 Missouri Ave, Nampa; referenced as portions of Sections 20,21,28, and 29, Township 2N, Range 3W, Canyon County, Idaho.

Commissioner Fried read the testimony guidelines. No conflicts or declarations were made by Commission members.

Kate Dahl presented the staff report. She reviewed the site certification boundary and highlighted the difference from the previous conditional use permit.  The landfill needs to be expanded as it is forecast to be filled in 13-15 years.  The site is remote and not near any residential areas or water sources.  She reviewed the comment from the highway district.  An increase in traffic is not expected.  This application is consistent with several policies in the comprehensive plan.  She displayed late Exhibits 6 and 7.

David Loper, Canyon County Solid Waste Director, 15500 Missouri Avenue, Nampa testified in support of the application as the applicant.  He reviewed Exhibit 3B and stated the area in blue is approximately 492 acres that is certified by DEQ.  They want to expand that area to the north to Deer Flat Road and to the west. He reviewed Exhibit 3C showing the conceptual waste line.  He reviewed the history of approvals from the state and county.  They purchased an additional 10 acres last year and were able to adjust the certification boundary to maximize use of the site.  They are required to maintain a 200’ buffer between the property line and the waste line. The expansion should serve the county for an additional 75 years.  They will be conducting geologic tests to determine if the new area requires lining.   They have several monitoring wells on the site. He reviewed Exhibit 3D showing the current operating area and existing fence. They have portable fences around active areas and 15’ steel fences and fences on the property line to capture any blowing litter.  Exhibit 3E shows the lack of wetland in the new area, and Exhibit 3F shows a lack of surface water on the site. The only water they need to manage comes from precipitation. He reviewed the federal regulations and local health district regulations they must comply with. The health district approves their operation plan that addresses multiple issues.

Maureen McGraw, TetraTech, Americana Avenue, Boise, provided testimony as a contractor for the 
County Solid Waste Department.  She reviewed Exhibit 7 which summarizes the activities at the landfill since the 1992 installation of groundwater monitoring wells. 

Commissioner Carpenter moved to closed public testimony.  Seconded by Commissioner Fried. Voice vote, motion passed.

Commissioner Fried moved to approve case CUP2020-0011 based on the findings of fact, conclusions of law, and conditions of approval.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Carpenter.  Motion passed with 3 in favor and 0 opposed.

Commissioner Carpenter moved to adjourn.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Fried.  Voice vote, motion passed.
