Chairman Robert Sturgill called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.
Commissioner Levi read the testimony guidelines and proceeded to the business item on the agenda.

Action Items Case No. SD2020-0026: A request by Hess Properties, LLC (Tyler Hess) for approval of a Preliminary Plat, Irrigation, & Drainage Plan for Purple Sage Estates No. 5 Subdivision. The development consists of 23 residential lots, and is located in an “R-1” (Single Family Residential zone). The subject property, parcel no. R38131011, is located on the west side of El Paso Road, approximately 1424 ft. north of the intersection of Willis Road and El Paso Road in a portion of the NE ¼ of Section 33, T5N, R3W, BM, Canyon County, Idaho.

Planner Jennifer Almeida reviewed Case No. SD2020-0026 including late exhibits 11, 12, 13. 

Chairman Sturgill entered the late exhibits into the record.

Joe Pachner Applicant representative in favor 9233 W State St Boise Idaho
· Mr. Pachner clarified that the width of the easement it is 31 feet. The proposal is 23 single family residences and 2 common lots. The temporary cul-de-sac will be removed, the  grading and drainage flows to an existing drainage lot. The proposal is consistent with the surrounding area and will complete the last phase of Purple Sage Estates. 

· In answer to Commissioner Carpenter’s questions, Mr. Pachner explained the western boundary, and stated that Black Canyon Irrigation has a 25-foot easement on that boundary, there us a pipe from the headgate to fill the pond on the NE corner. A berm was required along Old Highway and to be consistent they are extending it to the SW corner. Pressure irrigation is on far end of berm and the fence will be on top of the berm.
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Tyler Hess Applicant in favor 15301 Spyglass Caldwell Idaho
· In response to a question from Commissioner Carpenter, Mr. Hess stated that the privacy fence along Old Highway 30 is there as a barrier and for privacy. The home owners along the canal will decide between a white solid or a white 3 rail fence, as directed in the HOA’s.
MOTION:  Commissioner Carpenter moved to close public testimony on Case SD2020-0026, seconded by Commissioner Fried.  Voice vote, motion carried.
