Chairman Robert Sturgill called the meeting to order at 8:11 p.m.
Commission Secretary Levi read the testimony guidelines and proceeded to the business item on the agenda.

Action Items Case No. SD2020-0034: A request by Duane & Lora Darbin for approval of a Preliminary Plat and Final Plat for Trail’s End Subdivision. The development consists of two (2) residential lots and is located in a “CR-R1” (Conditional Rezone/Single Family Residential) zone. The subject property, parcel no. R35521011 is located at 17264 W. Linden St., Caldwell, Idaho, in a portion of the SE1/4 Section 30, T4N, R3W, B.M., Canyon County, Idaho.

No conflicts or declarations were stated by the Commission.

Planner Jenn Almeida presented the staff report. She reviewed the site characteristics. She reviewed comments from Keller Associates.  The property does not have direct access to a public road and will use Sayre Lane, a private road. Individual wells and septic systems will be used. Irrigation will be provided via domestic well and flood irrigated.  Staff is recommending approval as conditioned.  Exhibit 9 from Canyon Highway District is a late exhibit.

The Chair entered the late exhibit into the record.

TJ Wellard, 17842 Sand Hollow Road, Caldwell, ID, testified in support of the application as the applicant’s representative. The applicant wants to create an additional lot for their children.  Any remaining issues with the highway district will be resolved prior to going to the Board.

Commissioner Williamson asked if the power pole issue will create delays.  Mr. Wellard said he doesn’t belief there will be an issue.
